
one had to stay with the baggage. If not, the rest of 
the force might not have caught up with the enemy. 
Even though the stuff they had was important to 
them, it would have slowed their pursuit. Therefore, 
important folks were left in the rear with important 
stuff! If we are asked to do something, it’s because 
it’s important and needs to be done!
Staying behind was a form of sacrifice. What if it 
was your family out there, somewhere in the hands 
of the enemy? You would want to be there, right? 
But these men had to make a sacrifice.
You may feel that you should be up front; that your 
service is badly needed; that you could really make a 
contribution. But when you are asked to stay in the 
rear with the stuff, you are really making a sacrifice.  
And when you are asked to stay in the rear, you be-
gin to call on those Christian attributes: Humility, 
Submissiveness, and Cooperation. Because now you 
realize that if you humble yourself before the hands 
of the Almighty God, He will raise you up because 
you are important! Take a moment and give Him 
some praise for allowing you to enlist in His army!
Therefore, with the same goal, sacrifice, and zeal as 
those who pursued the enemy, David’s 200 men did 
their job of guarding the baggage! And when David 
returned he found important folks watching over 
important stuff. There’s more. Stay tuned!

Praise the Lord, and welcome back as we continue with 
our series: You Are Important! Part V. Please don’t forget it! 
When we fail to realize this truth, it has disastrous results! 
You see, it is the devil’s job to defame and rob you of de-
served recognition. He knows the Bible teaches that you 
should esteem one another more highly than yourself. But 
he doesn’t like that. Therefore, he will work to prevent it. 
You need to know who you are and the importance of your 
role in any mission.
Let’s go a bit further. You are also important to your neigh-
borhood and your community. Yes, you truly are. In fact, 
our importance is oftentimes lost on these places. If people 
only knew that their neighborhoods are kept quiet by pray-
ing folks, folks who believe and trust in God. If they only 
knew about the prayers that are going up on their behalf ! 
My God!
Look! Both services demand the same goal, the same sac-
rifice, and the same zeal. Whether in the front or at the 
back, the demand is the same! We are going to take a look 
at these three important elements. Let’s go back and revisit 
David and his men.
The men “at the base or at the rear” weren’t there because 
they were lazy, scared, or had an attitude. Though exhaust-
ed, they were just as motivated as those who went on to 
fight. They had purpose! And purpose is important to any 
undertaking.  
Look! Their families had been kidnapped, too! But some-
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The Power of The Oil

2 Kings 4:2 (NIV)

“Elisha replied to her, How can I help you? Tell me, what do you have in your house?” “Your servant has noth-
ing there at all,” she said, “except a small jar of olive oil.”

Have you ever found yourself like the woman in this story—desperate for provision, standing on the brink of loss, 
and unsure where help would come from? This widow cried out to Elisha because her situation was dire. Creditors 
were demanding payment, and if she could not repay what she owed, her sons would be taken as slaves. Imagine 
the weight of that fear—the anguish of knowing your children’s future was hanging in the balance.

When Elisha asked her a simple yet profound question—“What do you have in your house?”—her response 
seemed insignificant even to her: “Your servant has nothing there at all… except a small jar of olive oil.” To the 
woman, what she possessed appeared inadequate and ineffective. Yet that “small jar” was the very thing God in-
tended to use.

How often do we overlook what God has already placed in our hands because it seems too small, too ordinary, 
or not enough? There are moments when we pray for God to move, not realizing that the provision we need is 
already within reach. When we surrender what we have to God, He has the power to multiply it beyond our ex-
pectations.

Elisha instructed the woman to gather empty jars from her neighbors—not just a few, but as many as she could 
find. As her sons brought jar after jar, she poured the oil, and it kept flowing until every vessel was filled. What she 
once viewed as “little” became more than enough. That oil saved her sons, cleared her debt, and secured her future.

I challenge you today to take a fresh look around your own home—and your own life. What has God already 
given you that you may be overlooking? Don’t dismiss what is right in front of you while waiting for something 
bigger or more dramatic. Sometimes the miracle begins with what’s already in the house.

Victory often starts with surrender—and God does the multiplying.

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Pneumatology Part I

Greetings, everyone!

In recent months, we have studied the Doctrine of God and Christology. This month, I will address Pneumatology, spe-
cifically focusing on the Holy Spirit. The term pneuma is a Greek word that translates as “breath.” The suffix -ology means 
“the study of.” Therefore, when combined, the term refers to the study of “breath,” which is often associated with the Holy 
Spirit in Christian theology. 

I remember as a child going to a prayer meeting with my mother and my brothers at the Temple of Christ Church. 
Cushions were placed on the floor to support our knees, enabling us to kneel comfortably on the wooden chairs in front 
of us during prayer. My mother explained to me that through prayer and worship, an individual is tarrying (waiting) for 
the Holy Spirit. Tarrying for the Holy Ghost is a Pentecostal practice where believers wait, pray, and praise to receive the 
baptism of the Holy Spirit, usually shown by speaking in tongues. In biblical texts, the Holy Spirit is represented through 
various symbols and titles. This month, we will examine the different symbolic representations of the Holy Spirit.

Symbols of the Holy Spirit in the Bible

The Holy Spirit is represented in Scripture through several important symbols. Each symbol carries a distinct meaning 
and significance, helping believers to understand the nature and work of the Holy Spirit.

•	 Cloud and Light: These symbolize the Holy Spirit’s guidance and presence, as well as clarity and illumination in the 
lives of believers (Exodus 13:21; Exodus 40:38; Psalm 105:39). 

•	 Living Water: This represents the Spirit’s role in refreshing and sustaining spiritual life. (John 7:37-39; John 4:10-14; 
Revelation 21:6).

•	 Anointing with Oil: The act of anointing signifies consecration and empowerment by the Holy Spirit (Exodus 
30:25-30; 1 Samuel 16:13; Mark 6:13; 1 John 2:27).

•	 Imposition of the Hands: This symbolizes the transmission of spiritual gifts and blessings through the Holy Spirit 
(Genesis 48:14; Numbers 27:18; Acts 8:17, 19:6). 

•	 Fire: Fire is a symbol of purification, passion, and the transformative power of the Spirit (Isaiah 6:6-7; Matthew 
3:11; Acts 2:3-4; Hebrews 12:29).

•	 Dove: The dove signifies peace, gentleness, and the Holy Spirit’s presence at crucial moments, such as the baptism of 
Jesus (Matthew 3:16; Mark 1:10; Luke 3:22; John 1:32). 

The Holy Spirit deepens our connection with God and supports faithful living. Christ promised the Holy Spirit to guide 
us and remind us of His teachings (John 14:26). Let’s continue seeking the Holy Spirit in our spiritual journey. Next 
month, I will discuss the titles of the Holy Spirit.
